e If you received a booster dose of any COVID-19 For
vaccine. 10
days

* Wear a mask
around others

for 10 days after
e If you completed the primary series* of Pfizer or your last

Moderna vaccine less than five months ago. exposure.
* Test on day five.

* If you develop
symptoms or
test positive,
stay home.

* If you completed the primary series* of Johnson &
Johnson vaccine less than two months ago.

If you tested positive for COVID-19 in the 90 days before your exposure.

* Wear a mask around others for 10 days.

* If you develop symptoms, get tested and stay home.
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
